Fee Schedule

All fees are negotiable.  In general they are based on the event type, location, length and number of sets and how much equipment the band needs to provide to the event.  In most cases we are able to come to sometime agreement that is mutually beneficial to both us and the event.
Logistic Requirements

Spirit'sWind has the ability to provide its own sound system and technician for small events.  For larger events a sound system should be provided by the hosting event
Spirit'sWind would like to have on hand sound engineer who is familiar with the house sound system.   Ideally this person should be available and present at least one hour prior to the start for a sound check and remain actively engaged during the entire event.
In those cases where a hosting organization is provide the sound system/engineer,  Spirit'sWind would prefer the stage be set up and ready one hour prior to show time.  This includes direct box connections, mics and mic stands and monitor placement.  
For those events where Spirit'sWind is provide the sound system they would like to have access to the facility at least two hours prior to show time
In most cases Spirit'sWind will not need any stage hand help.  The only exception is when the stage is a not readily accessible or is a distance from the loading/unloading point.  In those cases where parking/loading docks are a distances away, help in moving equipment to the stage and rolling equipment carts would be greatly appreciated.
Sound System Requirements

In most cases Spirit’sWind is willing to work within the constraints of a provided sound system.   However, when asked, here is what we usually request
· 3 Vocal Mics with stand 

· 1 Speaking Mic

· 6 monitors
· 3 drum mics (Large venue’s only)

· 5 mics for instrumentation

· 2 direct box connections

In most cases Spirit’sWind is willing to work within the constraints of a provided sound system.   However, when asked, here is what we usually request
Promotional Material
On and adhoc basis members of Spirit’sWind will make themselves available to help with the promotion of your event.  This includes Radio, News Paper & TV Interviews, Promotion visits and event photo shoots.
The promotional material provided by Spirit’sWind can be used as you see fit as long as it’s for the agreed upon event and not for product endorsement.  All we ask is if at all possible we be informed of the use and provide samples for our own personal records/port folio.
